Our Schools

The Position

Senri and Osaka International Schools of Kwansei Gakuin are sister schools
situated in north Osaka that share a campus, purpose, and mission. Senri
International School (SIS) has over 500 students following the Japanese
National Curriculum for middle and high schools while Osaka International
School (OIS) is a K-12 school of approximately 280 students offering the
International Baccalaureate programs. We were founded for the benefit of
returnee, national, and international residents of the Kansai region, bringing
together the best of Japanese and international educational ideas, systems,
and techniques in a “Two Schools Together” concept.

PE is a part of our unique shared-programmes in which students from the two
schools study together. There are 8 teachers in the PE department, half are
local, bilingual teachers and half are international hires. We therefore require a
teacher with the ability to teach through the medium of English.

The PE curriculum is coeducational and includes ball sports, racquet sports,
swimming, invasion games, track and field, dance, synchronized swimming,
gymnastics and martial arts. There is also fitness, strength and conditioning,
and health education.

SOIS participates in two sports associations: Western Japan Athletics
Association (WJAA), and the Association of International Schools in Asia (AISA)
meaning that our sports clubs take part in tournaments with other
international schools both in Japan and abroad.

The teaching load is 15-18 hours per week and PE teachers are expected to
coach in our extracurricular sports program. The successful applicant will be
responsible for teaching, assessing and report writing for their courses and for
performing all the duties pertaining to full-time teachers including homeroom,
parent-teacher conferences, extra-curricular activities, entrance exams, etc.

IB MYP experience is an advantage but professional development training will
be provided for the successful candidate.
